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Purdue University’s STATCOM releases Report to the Sagamore Parkway Task Force
West Lafayette, IN – Purdue University’s Statistics in the Community, an organization of graduate students in the Department of Statistics, this morning, October 8th, 2003,  presented its findings on a recent citizen survey concerning Sagamore Parkway.

The survey, recommended by the members of the Sagamore Parkway Task Force, was sponsored by the city of West Lafayette. Of the 1,000 surveys mailed out Sept. 8 to randomly-selected citizens, 203 were completed, returned to the city and analyzed by STATCOM.

The survey questions covered issues such as use of space, traffic, pedestrian issues, development and financing of potential projects along the stretch of Sagamore Parkway between Win Hentschel Boulevard and the Wabash River.

Mayor Sonya Margerum said: “On behalf of the city, I want to thank the STATCOM team members for their work in compiling and editing the questions that were recommended by the task force members, and then analyzing the results and presenting this report. Their voluntary contribution to this citizen-driven process is deeply appreciated. This is another great example of Purdue University and the city working together to make West Lafayette an even better place to live and work.

“I also want to thank my fellow citizens for taking the time to share their opinions on Sagamore Parkway with the task force and city.

“I know the task force members will carefully analyze the report as part of their final recommendations to the city. Those final recommendations will hopefully be presented to the public later this month. I would add that city staff will analyze the survey results as well.”

Established by Mayor Sonya Margerum in May, 2003, the Sagamore Parkway Task Force is chaired by Purdue Research Foundation senior vice president and treasurer Joseph Hornett and consists of property owners, tenants, realtors, business leaders and city officials.
